Tasted at Vintex. The Belle -Vue is very sweet and prune -scented on the nose with a shellfish aromas. The palate is glossy but we ll balanced, a fine thread of acidity, nicely focused with a 

grainy, cedar and tobacco tinged finish. Excellent concentration, but it is not over -powering and indeed, quite feminine in styl e. This is a judiciously crafted wine fashioned in a more 

modern style. Tasted March 2010.

Dense colour, superb extraction of black berry fruits, fleshy and classy, very ripe, will mature well and impress. Drink 2013 -20.  

 

Wine Advocate  (Robert  Parker)  90-92/100  

Not to be confused with St. -Emilionõs Bellevue, this has been one of the most consistent Medoc cru bourgeois over a number of years, and the 2009 may reach new quality heights. A big -

time sleeper of the vintage, this blend of 50% Cabernet Sauvignon, 30% Merlot, and 20% Petit Verdot boasts a dense purple col or as well as notes of creme de cassis and spring flowers, 

terrific fruit, sweet but noticeable tannin, and medium to full body. It can be drunk young or cellared for 8 -10 years. (Tasted once.) Drink 2010 -2020. (90-92*) points

The 2009 La Fleur de Bouard (made from yields of 45 hectoliters per hectare; 13.5% alcohol) is a Merlotbased wine with brilli ant  purity, abundant black cherry, plum, and boysenberry fruit, 

extraordinary density, decent acids, and high tannins. This full -bodied, concentrated, impressively endowed 2009 should age nice ly for 10-15 years. At a recent tasting of the 2000 vintage, 

I was reminded of how great this estateõs luxury cuvee can be. It was off the charts in terms of richness and personality. (Tasted three times.) Unquestionably a star of Lalande de Pomerol is 

the 50 -acre estate of Hubert and Corinne de Bouard, who produce wines that fly well above their pedigree. Tasting through older  vintages proves that these are the òreal deal,ó as they 

age quite well. One can even argue that the luxury cuvee, La Plus de la Fleur de Bouard, is one of the top twenty wines being  produced in Bordeaux - a remarkable achievement given 

the appellationõs lack of status. Drink 2010-2025.

Stephane Derenoncourt consults and his wife Christine direct this property, which is a 35 -acre vineyard not far from Cheval Blan c near the Pomerol side of the St. -Emilion appellation. As far 

as the technical information, yields were 32 hectoliters per hectare, and the wine hit 14% natural alcohol in the final blend  of  78% Merlot and 22% Cabernet Franc. This is certainly one of 

the top two or three wines I have ever tasted from this estate. Dense blue/plumcolored, with notes of blueberry, black raspbe rry, cherry, and currants, the wine displays some graphite, 

charcoal, and incense in a full -bodied, rich, silky, even voluptuous style, with oodles of fruit, concentration, and power, but wonderful freshness, which is again the paradoxical aspect of 

this vintage ð massive concentration, but impressive freshness and elegance. (Tasted two times.)

3-4 years. (Tasted once.)

The greatest La Dominique since the 1989 and 1990, the 2009 was fashioned by the brilliant duo of Jean - Philippe Fort (Michel Ro llandõs top lieutenant) and Jean-Luc Thunevin (the bad 

boy of St. -Emilion). Made from 100% Merlot (which must be a òfirstó for this estate), and with 14.3% alcohol, this will be a thrilling wine to drink over the next 20 -25 years. Dense purplehued 

with loads of black raspberries, black cherries, truffles, earth, and spice, it is an opulent, viscous effort with extraordin ary  intensity, purity, and richness, and a superb finish of nearly 45 sec-

onds. It will be drinkable young, yet is capable of lasting a long time. Bravo! P.S. It is good to see this 58 -acre vineyard ret urn to form after a somewhat listless period of performances.

Pierre Lurton, the director of Cheval Blanc, has completely resurrected this estate since it was acquired by the owners of Ch eva l Blanc. A blend of 80% Merlot and 20% Cabernet Franc 

grown in clay and gravel soils, the 2009 La Tour du Pin is the finest wine I have ever tasted from this property. It reveals ter rific fruit intensity along with a full -bodied unctuosity, great purity, 

sweet tannins, and a heady, long finish. The alcohol level must be more than 14% given the glycerin content and the wineõs thickness. It should drink well for 15+ years. (Tasted once.) Drink 

2010-2025. (92-94*) points  

 

Wine Advocate  (Robert  Parker)  92-95*/100  

A major sleeper of the vintage, this estate, which is sandwiched between the famous premier grand cru classes of St. -Emilion, Ma gdelaine and Belair (now known as Belair -Monange), is a 

blend of 80% Merlot and 20% Cabernet Franc. Unfortunately, production is only 700 -800 cases from this 6 -acre property. Hubert de  Bouard made this cuvee. The wineõs exuberant mineral-

ity showcases the fabulous limestone soils. Bouardõs Midas touch is evident in its rich, concentrated, jammy blackberry and blac k cherry, licorice, and incense -filled aromatic and flavor 

profiles. Full-bodied and opulent, this big -time sleeper of the vintage should drink well for 20+ years. (Tasted two times.) Dri nk 2010-2030. (92-95*) points

This is the finest Gruaud Larose since the 1990. Without a hint of brett in the 2009, it exhibits an opaque purple color alon g w ith a big, sweet nose of creme de cassis, new saddle leather, 

spice box, and boysenberries. Made in a rich, broad, savory, juicy style with lots of succulence, but none of the masculinity  an d ruggedness often found in this offering, this wine is loaded 

with concentration and extract. The tannins are largely concealed by the remarkable intensity of fruit and density. It should  be  drinkable in 7 -8 years, and last for 30 -40. (Tasted two times.)

The greatest Cantenac Brown I have ever tasted, this monumental effort possesses enormous concentration, with loads of black and  blue fruits intermixed with damp earth and forest 

floor. I have never seen a Cantenac Brown so seamless, so powerful, yet at the same time, so elegant and densely complex. The y have certainly done something here that has not been 

accomplished over the last three decades I have been tasting this estateõs wines. Opaque purple in color and full-bodied, this b ig-time sleeper of the vintage merits serious attention for 

the first time in my professional career. Kudos to the new ownership and team at Cantenac Brown. This wine should evolve over  a 30-year period. (Tasted two times.)

Made  in a very different style for this estate, the 2009 is composed of 90% Cabernet Sauvignon (the highest I have ever seen here) , 7% Merlot, and 3% Petit Verdot, and achieved 13.8% 

natural alcohol. It is a big, rich, tannic, structured, dense ruby/purple -tinged wine offering a sweet kiss of creme de cassis, loamy soil, and spice box. Remarkably, despite the use of 100% 

new oak because of the 2009's power and intensity, there is not a hint of wood in either the aromatic or flavor profile. Neve r that showy from cask, this traditionally made St. -Estephe should 

be forgotten for 10 -15 years, and drunk over the following 40 -50 years. My rating is very conservative, and I expect it to rise considerably as this wine comes out of its infancy. (Tasted two 

times.)

The second wine of Mouton Rotschild, the 2009 Le Petit Mouton, is the finest second wine they have ever made. Aromas of black  cu rrants, flowers, mocha, and earth jump from the glass 

of this fleshy, heady, full -bodied wine. The final blend is 60% Cabernet Sauvignon, 22% Merlot, and the rest Cabernet Franc, and  the alcohol level is slightly higher than the Moutonõs. It 

should drink well for 15+ years. (Tasted once.)  

 

Wine Advocate  (Robert  Parker)  97-100/100  

Itõs no surprise that proprietor Alfred Tesseron has produced a possibly perfect 2009. Heõs been on a roll since 1994, and no ot her producer has done more work in the vineyard than Tesse-

ron, who has moved to 100% bio -dynamic farming, reduced yields drastically, and instituted a draconian selection process. This v ineyard, which sits on the high plateau of Pauillac adja-

cent to Mouton Rothschild, has produced a 2009 of extraordinary intensity and purity. It is outrageously concentrated, with s ilky tannin (the sweetest I have ever tasted in a Pontet -Canet 

as well as the highest measured), an opaque purple color, and copious notes of graphite, cassis, licorice, and subtle smoke a nd forest floor. Full -bodied and unctuously textured with 

striking purity and definition, it is a wine of colossal weight as well as elegance (in itself a poster boy for this paradox in 2009). This brilliant Pauillac requires a decade of cellaring despite its 

voluptuous texture. It should evolve for 50 -75 years. (Tasted four times.) Drink 2020 -2095

The best Carruades de Lafite I have ever tasted is the 2009. Composed of 50% Cabernet Sauvignon, 42% Merlot, and the rest Pet it Verdot and Cabernet Franc, 55% of the crop was in-

cluded in this second wine. It is an atypically powerful Carruades with slightly higher alcohol than usual as well as conside rab le structure. There are plenty of creme de cassis and crushed 

rock notes as well as a subtle wood component, and super intensity and lushness. It is an amazing effort! For technocrats, La fite began its harvest on September 23 and finished on Octo-

ber 8. (Tasted once.)

Perhaps the finest example ever made (including the extraordinary 1982) of Les Forts de Latour, the 2009 (61.5% Cabernet Sauv ign on, 32.3% Merlot, and the rest Petit Verdot) is nearly as 

potent as the Pauillac at 13.5% alcohol. An opaque purple color is followed by notes of black fruits, crushed rocks, spring f low ers, and hints of blackberries and smoke. Prodigiously rich and 

thick with an amazingly long finish of 50 seconds, this astonishing second wine will undoubtedly put on weight before bottlin g, and should last for 25 -30 years. (Tasted once.)

Wine Advocate  (Robert Parker)  98-100/100  

The 2009 Lafite Rothschild is a candidate for òwine of the vintage.ó Although the 2003 was powerful (12.9% alcohol), the 2009 ca me in at 13.4% alcohol. It is a blend of 82.5% Cabernet 

Sauvignon, 17% Merlot, and the rest Petit Verdot. Only 45% of the crop went into the grand vin, which may be the most concent rat ed Lafite I have ever tasted. There is not a hard edge to 

be found in this inky/purple -colored wine displaying notes of charcoal, incense, black currants, and licorice. In the mouth, it represents a liqueur of black fruits offered in a remarkably full -

bodied, incredibly elegant, lush style. Expansive, savory, staggeringly concentrated, and voluptuous as well as wonderfully p recise with a hint of minerality, this sensational wineõs technical 

numbers are off the charts. Is this a replay of the 1959? Although it will be surprisingly approachable in its youth, this is  a 50-100-year wine. (Tasted once.)
